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e Spend 90% of your time doing your job exceptionally well and 10% intentionally building
your career. Neglect either side, and you risk becoming the networker no one trusts or
the workhorse no one promotes.

e If you spend all your time networking and none executing, people notice—and not in a
good way.

e You can't live life at a sprint—learn when to push hard and when to pull back.

e Re-correct early. A one-degree drift today becomes a missed moonshot tomorrow.
